The permanent population of small white-toothed shrew (Crocidura suaveolens, Pallas, 1811) was found out at Ozeorsk (a small town of Chelyabinsk region) what is 180 kms from a known northern border of the species area in the Urals. Animals were detected only in buildings or their vicinities, and they were completely absent in park-forest zone. Our material allows to assume that small white-toothed shrew has much more propensity to be synanthropic than it was considered earlier. Small white-toothed shrew appeared to be the main species of small mammal community forming hemorrhagic fever with the kidney syndrome natural nidus in Ozeorsk.
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
